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2023 WAS A YEAR OF IMPACT
IN OUR COMMUNITY.

7,391 students thrived in our 983 classes offered at our education center. Another 2,905
utilized our well-equipped studios to further their skills through our open studio programs in
ceramics, jewelry, glass, painting, and drawing. Nearly 3,000 visitors immersed themselves

in five varied shows at the Spruill Gallery. 1,110 reinvested in our mission by joining as
members. But it goes beyond just numbers. Our service to community is inherent in our mission
and includes support for artists, outreach at major events, advocacy and implementation of
public art, and scholarships and access to the arts for underserved populations. For example,
our recently opened Free Community Art Closet provides access for anyone that needs a little
creative pick me up. Our Creative Connections (Arts for Alzheimer’s) program serves those in
the community suffering from cognitive impairments and provides artistic stimulation and social
connections. 74 students and caregivers participated in this program, at no cost, in 2023.
And our scholarship programs support both children and adults so that there are no financial

barriers for access to our incredible programming.

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For those in the community facing financial hardships, we were able to award 96 scholarships

in our creative arts camps for ages 5-10 and another 56 scholarships were provided for
programming before and after camps to allow working parents the ability to be at work outside
of regular camp hours. In our advanced teen studios, 22 camp scholarships were awarded for
campers ages 11-14. All told, a total of $35,306 in summer camp funding was provided to
support those in need in our community.

Outside of the summer months, another $10,359 was allocated toward youth and young adult
scholarships, reaching another 48 youth and young adult (ages 18-30) participants.

We invested $13,403 in our Free Community Art closet to provide access to art supplies for
anyone in need. We purchased a dozen iPads and software for our digital arts programs for
teens and contributed $5,555 towards our team of artists/instructors for a business development
program that teaches essential business and marketing skills. Spruill provided direct economic
support totaling $1.4 million to artists and art administrators in the past year, an increase

of more than ten percent from the previous year, and had a total economic impact of
$2,552,494. (Data from Americans for the Arts AEP6 Calculator)

Spruill artist Instructors hold a quarterly meeting and roundtable discussion that is attended by

40 working artist instructors.

Spruill’s annual fundraiser, Artistic Affair, is held offsite due to pending construction and raises more than
$80,000 toward the outreach and programming efforts of Spruill throughout the year. 365 guests joined us
for the evening to participate in our live and silent auctions, raffle battles, and “Best Dressed” competition.

Another 525 individual bidders registered to be a part of the evening by bidding on items from home.

Incoming Spruill Gallery director, Shannon Morris, curates the Pink Pop Up which features five Atlanta based

contemporary artists and their personal interpretation of the fierce and fun, rebellious and optimistic color Pink.

In the first quarter of classes, a total of 1,797 students (a 15% increase year-over-year, and a 9% increase

over pre-pandemic levels) participate in 197 different class and workshop offerings.

Our program offerings grow with the introduction of a new Street Art Class—
the first of its kind—that explores the art form and includes tours, lectures, field trips, and

student participation in the creation of a work of art.
